after according to county regulation. Restrooms are available in several
historic site areas, not at the start/finish.

Description of the Event: = Walk on roadways and trails around the
start/finish and Hampton Historic site and along roads through the
Hampton neighborhoods. Tours of the mansion lasting 45 minutes are
offered on the hour between 9 AM and 4 PM. A self-guided tour of the
home farm can be taken anytime.

the granary can be toured between the hours of 9:30 AM and
3:00 PM.
